a DCFS-licensed preschool and a popular 
after-school program. Drop-in hours for 
both the ice complex and gymnasium are 
available for activities such as hockey, 
public skating and basketball.

Robert Crown Center is also home to 
two popular long-running ice shows 
featuring skating school students and 
professionals – Nutcracker on Ice in 
December and a spring show in May. The 
theme of the spring show changes each 
year. For instance, the 2009 show, Skate by 
Numbers, featured skaters performing to 
popular songs with a number in the title, 
such as the Beatles’ Eight Days A Week.

The Center has an advisory board whose 
members are volunteers appointed by 
the Evanston Playground and Recreation 
Board. Advisory board members suggest 
changes and work with the center’s staff 
to continually develop new programs 
and make improvements to the facility. 
They advocate for increased City support 
(funding), but they also support the 
community center financially by holding 
an annual flea market (see page 4).

The Center was built in 1974 on park land 
that had formerly been a landfill. Because 
of this, the building has had some settling 
issues over the years. The Evanston 
Playground and Recreation Board believes 
that Robert Crown Center needs to be 
replaced and rebuilt. A study has shown 
that the facility is no longer appropriate for 
its original purpose or the evolving needs 
of our community.

Reconstructing the building is being 
considered, but funding has not been 
located at this time. In addition, the City

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an eligible release site. Each tree was marked 
with spray paint, measured, given a condition 
rating including any outward symptoms of EAB 
infestation, and finally, located via satellite on a 
handheld computer. These trees will be monitored 
regularly over the next two to three years to see if 
the wasps can become established and can begin 
to reduce the EAB population. Interestingly, while 
the release was taking place, an adult female EAB 
actually landed on the back of the project director; 
staff captured the insect before it could fly away.

After completing the release, staff had a 
discussion regarding any releases of the other 
two species of parasitic wasps in the future. Dr. 
Leah Bauer, the project director, indicated that a 
second species, called Tetrastichus planipennisi, 
which parasitizes the larvae of the EAB, could 
possibly be released this fall. This species may be 
available at that time, depending on the progress 
of their raising process in Michigan. We expressed 
an interest in this second release and hope their 
progress in the coming weeks looks favorable. We 
should know for sure if this will take place by the 
end of August.

The USFS is supplying all the funding related to 
this project, so there will be no expenditures by 
the City of Evanston. There will be labor involved 
once the project is completed to remove any 
dead or infected trees. However, my staff would 
perform this work as part of our normal work 
activities whether we participated in this research 
or not, so this is not “extra” work on our part.

There is also an excellent Web 
site, www.emeraldashborer.info, that has extensive 
information on the history of this insect as well 
as the latest maps of infested areas throughout the 
state and country. 

On July 15, two employees of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture Forest Service 
(USFS) met with Mark Younger, the 

City’s Arborist, and me to initiate the release of 
300 parasitic wasps as part of the USFS research 
project to control the spread of the Emerald Ash 
Borer (EAB).

This research project began in 2007 in Michigan 
in an effort to find a more natural way to deal with 
this exotic pest rather than relying on insecticides. 
The wasps were discovered in China within 
the natural habitat of the EAB and are being 
raised by the USFS in Michigan specifically for 
this research project. The USFS has conducted 
extensive research on three species of parasitic 
wasps and has previously released them at 
research sites in Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, and 
Maryland.

With EAB now having spread to 12 states, I 
believe this research has the potential to save 
millions of ash trees nationwide, as well as 
possibly several thousand right here in Evanston. 
The City of Evanston has begun participating in 
what I believe is cutting-edge research to help 
slow the spread of this pest, and I am excited that 
we are a part of it.

The wasp species that we released is called Oobius 
agrili, and it specifically targets the eggs of the 

EAB to parasitize. These wasps do not 
pose a threat to humans or animals, as 
they do not sting like an ordinary wasp. 
The wasps are smaller than a poppy seed 
and are very difficult to see, even with 
the naked eye. We had to hold them up 
against a white background to see them, 
and even then it was difficult.

The wasps were released on eight 
different ash trees along the west side of 
the North Shore Channel, roughly 100 
yards south of Isabella Street. This area 
is already heavily infested with EAB, 
which was one of the requirements for

We also received quite a few donations from 
residents. Items include a ping pong table, extra 
lighting for the Robert Crown Center ice show, a 
television for the Mason Park field house and art 
supplies. Cash donations supported the 16 free 
Starlight Concerts held in the parks this summer.

Some generous residents donate their time, too! 
Volunteers for the Fleetwood-Jourdain Community 
Center (FJCC) after-school program allow us to 
offer a better program at a lower cost by tutoring 
children and acting as mentors (life skills, etc.). 
We couldn’t possibly offer the FJCC summer 
basketball league without the terrific people who 
coach and supervise participants as well as referee 
when needed.

The Illinois Department of Education primarily 
subsidizes our very successful Summer Food 
Program, which is managed by the Recreation 
Division. Over 30,000 lunches were served this 
past summer, averaging 800-900 meals per day.

Fleetwood-Jourdain Center continued its garden 
program this summer at two locations. Twenty 
children age 5-10 from the Blooming Campers 
program learned about gardening concepts, visited 
an edible garden and then planted their own garden 
at Twiggs Park.

Register Early!
Please register at least a week in advance. Classes 
which do not reach their minimum enrollment level are 
cancelled.

Payment Deadline
Payment in full is required at registration (except for 
summer camps, which allow a $50 deposit per child 
per session to hold a space until the balance due 
deadline). You (or your child) will not be admitted to 
a class or program until full payment is made. If your 
family has been approved for a scholarship, you (or 
your child) will be registered for a class after your 
portion of the fee is paid in full.

Refund Policy
Unless the program is cancelled by the City, a $5.00 
service fee will be charged for refunds. For classes 
already in session, refunds will be prorated and issued 
in the following situations:
1. Written proof of illness or medical problem for the 
participant or immediate family member prior to or 
during the program or activity.
2. Written proof that the participant has moved or 
will move out of the service boundaries of the City of 
Evanston prior to or during the program or activity.
3. Unusual circumstances which fall into the 
category of “hardship.”

No refunds on Daily, Seasonal or 
Yearly Activity Passes/Programs
These include beach tokens, ice skating passes, 
extended care coupons, fitness passes, season launch 
permits, leagues, dog beach passes and the like.

Parents/guardians are responsible for picking up 
children promptly at the time the program is scheduled 
to end.

Community members who don’t have access to cable television or the Internet can get current City information 
with the use of their AM radio. City officials purchased this radio station with the assistance of funds allocated 
by the 911 - Emergency Telephone System Board (ETSB) because they were concerned about the limited 
ability to notify community members in emergency situations.

There are no disc jockeys or radio personalities for AM 1650. The station is a travelers’ information station 
that plays looped recorded messages, including broadcast emergency information 
and general city information. Take a minute to add AM 1650 to the station presets 
on your radios and create a habit to tune in a couple of times a week for timely 
reminders and information about events, services, public hearings and more.
